· Walking around being a pedestrian and not feeling safe

· Possibility for increasing pedestrian space on roads.

Areas of concern:
· Farley Street from crossroads to School Lane and onwards to Village Green. 
· Church Hill. 
· Crossroads at A343 
· Heathman Street from Village Green to Wisdom Lane.
Suggestions for Parish council to consider at meeting on Monday 13th July:
1. Speedwatch volunteer group – Ask if PC support as a separate WG. IF so, decide how to recruit volunteers.
a. Evidence can be gathered of speeding issues in different areas. 
b. Education of villagers regarding their own speeding. 
c. Peer pressure on residents if caught
2. Over Wallop link up – suggest that OWPC might be asked to join and run a joint WG? 
3. Preschool – suggest to write to advise of initiative and ask for volunteers and any evidence of need.
4. Investigation of one-way system for school  -  HCC survey / Resident survey.  
5. Community engagement for Safe Travel WG. – depending on answer to 2 above, Parish magazine article?
