Accessibility Audit.
The council have a duty to comply with the Public Sector Bodies (Websites and Mobile Applications) (No. 2) Accessibility Regulations 2018 code.
Website users should be able to (amongst other things) :
· zoom in up to 300% without problems
· navigate most of the website using just a keyboard
· navigate most of the website using speech recognition software
· use most of the website using a screen reader (including the most recent versions of JAWS, NVDA and VoiceOver)

A lot of work has already been done in conjunction with Hugofox to ensure NWPC’s compliance with the requirements, but it would be helpful to have a third party audit and advise which other amendments need to take place.
The council also need to publicise an Accessibility Statement.
